4. Illegitimate child of a male sponsor, copy of

court issued paternity document declaring the

member is the biological parent.

Privacy Act Statement
Authority to request this information is derived from 5 UNITED STATES CODE 301, DEPARTMENTAL REGULATIONS.  Purpose of this form is to make application for dependency allowances, and to provide for an immediately accessible, up-to-date record of emergency data for casualty reporting and notification to the next of kin.  Document is filed in the individual's record and is the official document used to make the following determinations:  Person(s) to be notified in case of an emergency or death; to receive death gratuity when no spouse or child exists; to receive pay allowances; dependents of member to receive allotment of pay if member is missing or unable to transmit funds; to notify commercial insurance companies in case of death; to notify appropriate officials depending upon USGLI, NSLI, and SGLI in force.  Completion of this form is mandatory except for Block 67, which is voluntary.  Failure to provide required information may result in administrative or disciplinary action being taken.  If necessary, continue any items in REMARKS, but specify the particular item being continued. When the Record of Emergency Data is completed, it should be returned to this Command in the business reply envelope provided.
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
